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ACCOMPLISHMENTS AND INITIATIVES  

M ISSION AND GOALS 
 

The Humane Society of Parkersburg is an advocate for all animals, striving to 

foster humane treatment and to prevent cruelty and abuse.  We provide animal 

control for our community while offering a shelter for homeless cats and dogs.  

Working with our community through education we strive to inspire compassion 

and respect for all living things, while stressing the importance of spaying and 

neutering and the value of the adoption of homeless animals.   

 

Major short -term and long -term goals include: 

Operations  
 

NEW COMPUTER SYSTEM ɬ SHELTERWARE   
 

�™ We have just completed our first full year 

operating with a new computer system that 

allows us to log all intake and adoption activity   

within the Shelter.  This system provides an 

efficient means of record keeping as well as an 

accurate and quick mechanism to retrieve 

information.  Such as the statistical information 

provided later in this report.  Information, now 

more easily available, that we can rely on in our 

decision-making, future planning, as well as 

allowing us to realize and anticipate business 

trends.  Additionally, monthly reporting 

requirements that used to take days, now takes 

just hours and custom reports are created with 

minimal effort to meet specific needs such as for 

grant requests or special projects. 

 

NEW HEALTH PROTOCOL OPERATING PROCEDURE  
 

�™ New health evaluation procedures were 

implemented during the year, with special 

attention to our cat population.  Developed and 

based on the advice of a local veterinarian who 

is active in our Shelter, the new procedure 

results in animals that are entering the Shelter 

with visible/notable illness are generally not 

kept unless highly adoptable.   Animals that 

become ill once here, generally with upper 

respiratory or kennel cough, will be treated 

with two levels of antibiotics and if they do not 

respond to these treatments, we will not 

continue treatment.  Cage cleaning procedures 

were also modified.   

�™ Overall this reduces the animals being treated 

and medical costs, improves the public 

perception of our animals, decreases euthanasia 

for space constraints and reduces the spread of 

disease.   

�™ Expanding our facilities to permit separate housing for cats and dogs.  

�™ Addition of a spay/neuter clinic to offer low cost spay/neuter services to our community.  

�™ Increase awareness of the pet overpopulation problem and the importance of spaying and neutering  

�™ Expanding our education program.  

�™ Improve the health of animals in our care through procedural changes, medical protocols, and facility 

improveme nts.
