| want to first say how much we will miss Dr. Jim
"Peaches" Davis who recently passed away after years
of service to our community. He was a tremendous
asset for animals for so many years including being the
force behind our local emergency clinic, A-Vet which
we are SO lucky to have. Also, Dr. Davis's tireless
efforts during our puppy mill rescue just have to be
mentioned. He was so amazing. What a great man
and like everyone that knew him, | will sure miss him!

I've been sticking my toe into the world of State
lawmaking and what an interesting world that is.

Trying to strengthen animal related laws in our State is
a challenge and while we can't boast of great

success quite yet, I'm learning (which is saying
something considering how hard headed | am). Our
laws are so weak in so many areas and often tie our
hands in helping animals, that something just has to be
done to make it easier to help animals that cannot

help themselves.

Of particular interest to me is creating a means to
allow inspection of commercial breeders and ensure
they are properly licensed as per the law. The
Department of Agriculture is supposed to inspect but
they have so few resources that they cannot keep up
with all of the breeders popping up all over the
country. Pennsylvania and others already have good
laws in place and 22 other states are introducing or
already passing similar laws. And responsible breeders
won't or shouldn't have a problem with such laws.
They will be proud to show off their facilities and
animals.

Currently, without having hard evidence of a serious
problem, we can't even go look at how breeders are
caring for their animals. That's like saying that unless
someone dies eating at a restaurant you can't see the
kitchen. We'll continue to work in this areafI've just
gotten my feet wet and knowing me, I'll be up to my
neck in it soon enough.

On a positive note, we're very excited about the Walk
and hope that everyone will come out and join us for
the event. It's always so fun to see people who LOVE
their pets and come out to show them off and show
their support for us too. And | enjoy crying over all the
alumni that are now fat and happy in their forever
homes that show up each year.

When | first read the book, what | came away with was
the story of the worldes worst dog and what a handful
he was! But, the images of the movie took the story to
a whole new level for me.

Yes, | remembered the part with Marley dragging a
wrought iron café table down the street as he chased another dog, his

human parents left sitting in their chairs in embarrassment. | also remembered
him tearing apart the furniture and the fear of thunderstorms that caused him
to chew through drywall. And who can forget him eating Jennyes new gold
necklace, Johnes present to her to celebrate their first pregnancy, and John
spending days in the back yard hosing down poop to get it back?

What hit me with the movie images was the love and support that crazy dog

gave to his family on a daily basis and how much it meant to them. When

Jenny had a miscarriage with their first pregnancy, it was Marley who

comforted her with his head in her lap and it was his fur she cried into. After
their colicky second child was born, Marley almost had to find a new home

but his family realized they were  a family and stuck with their crazy yellow boy.

He waited for the kids to get off the bus, played with them in the snow, and
. enjoyed games of football in the front yard until the time came when he had
to say good-bye. His body old and deteriorating, the day came when he
could no longer function and the family made the incredibly hard decision to
let him go to the Rainbow Bridge.

What is Parvo?

You may have heard recently about one of Oprah's recently adopted puppies dying of Parvo. We
have also seen several puppies coming to our shelter with the Parvo virus. This virus is easily spread
and is the main reason why we do not permit puppies in our shelter that have not received three
vaccinations (DHLPP) to go outside on grassy or por  ous surfaces. We thought it might be helpful to
share some additional information, provided by the American Veterinary Medicine Association,

about this deadly disease.

What is parvo? Canine parvovirus is a highly contagious and serious disease caused by a virus that
attacks the gastrointestinal tract of puppies and dogs.

How is it spread? Parvo is highly contagious and is spread by direct dog-to-dog contact and
contact with contaminated feces (stool), environments or people. The virus can also contaminate
kennel surfaces, food and water bowls, collars and leashes, and the hands and clothing of people
who handle infected dogs. It is resistant to heat, cold, humidity, and drying, and can survive in the
environment for long periods of time.

What dogs are at risk?  All dogs are at risk, but puppies less than four months old and dogs that have
not been vaccinated against canine parvovirus are at increased risk of becoming infected and ill.

What are the symptoms?  lethargy; loss of appetite; fever ; vomiting; and severe, often bloody,
diarrhea. Vomiting and diarrhea can cause rapid dehydration, and most deaths occur within 48 to
72 hours following the onset of clinical signs. If your puppy or dog shows any of these signs, you
should contact your veterinarian immediately.

Is there a treatment? Treatment should be started immediately and consists primarily of
efforts to combat dehydration by replacing electrolyte and fluid losses, controlling
vomitina and diarrhea. and nreventina secondarv infections. Page 5

cause that was her name. Bobbi was a brown tabby about a year old and seemed
perfectly healthy when she arrived. Apparently some people think Brown tabbies are
one of those colors that are just tomawon and as such, sometimes they don't have |
good luck in finding a home. But lucky for Bobbi, someone soon wanted to adopt her!
And they were pretty caring people because they also were caring enough to ask for a
combo test, which is a test for feline leukemia and feline AIDs. I

Unlucky for Bobbi, she tested positive for leukemia. Unlucky because that meant ker

adopter would no longer want her. Now | can't say | was surprised because with Feline leukemia the cats dorma
will not live more than a couple of years and may die really soon. So ites bad stuff. The other bad thing is that it
can be passed between cats through saliva or nasal secretions (snot!) or even from sharing a litter box or féeding
dish. So cats with this disease pretty much have to be only cats. I

Not many people want a cat that is soon to die, so who's going to want Bobbi, you might ask. Good question. We
Debbie Hines, our rescue coordinator and a big softie took her home to foster in the hopes someone might find it
their heart to adopt her or maybe a rescue would take her. This was only possible because it was still early"in the
kitten season and we were not getting the hundreds of kittens that would soon be showing up in our shelterl And
seemed so healthy. When she continued to be so healthy Debbie had her Combo tested again just to be Slill’e.

Guess what? Bobbi tested negative! .

Turns out that sometimes cats (apparently not infrequently) can test positive for Leukemia (which is actually! a virl
and not cancer) and rather than get sick, they actually fight off the infection and become totally immune. Well,
apparently that was just what happened with Bobbi. Thanks to Debbie's huge heart and good luck, Bobbi is now
a forever home and it looks like forever will be a good long time. That's one lucky cat if | do say so myself. |
