FACT SHEET ABOUT THE AUGUST PUPPY MILL RESCUE OPERATION

How many dogs did you rescue?
979 but since that time there have been a few litters born so the number rescued is actually going to be even
higher than that.

Why did you only keep 70 dogs for local adoption?

First, it's important to know that of the dogs rescued only 30% of the dogs were puppies — or less than 300. This
is meaningful because we knew the adult dogs would be harder to rehabilitate — which means housebreak and
socialize, and we didn’t feel we had the resources to provide the type of rehab that some puppy mill dogs will re-
quire. As such, we kept mostly puppies because we believed we would have the best chance of lifetime place-
ments. Even so, we knew that these dogs could be hard to train and have health problems down the road be-
cause of poor breeding. While we received hundreds of applications and despite our attempts to educate people
on the challenges they might face, many of the applicants were not well suited for the challenges of these pup-
pies. We also knew that the rescue groups that took dogs have foster homes and experienced resources to do
the rehab that we just do not.

Finally, we are a small town by comparison to those that were helping us. If we kept 1000 dogs and placed them
locally, it would certainly impact adoptions from our shelter for several years to come. Filling local homes with
these dogs would mean that many shelter dogs would not have a chance for adoption and would die in our shel-
ter. We did not feel homeless dogs in our community should die as a result of our rescue, especially when
groups from larger cities were so willing to help.

Did you have to euthanize any shelter dogs to make room for the puppy mill dogs?

No, and in fact, the rescue groups that took the puppy mill dogs also took dogs from our shelter. In all 36 dogs
from the shelter were also given a better chance to find homes through these efforts. Virginia Beach took 10
shelter dogs, of which 9 have already found homes. And a favorite happy ending was Dudley, who was 9 years
old and surrendered for shedding, was taken to Utah by Best Friends and was the very first dog they adopted.
He is now retired in Arizona.

Why did you charge $100 for these dogs when normally it's only $307?

The $100 included all vaccinations, microchipping and spaying and neutering. Any vet will attest to the fact that
the cost of all these services exceeds our $100 fee. We normally charge a $30 adoption fee but this does not
include the cost of the spay/neuter, microchipping, heartworm test or rabies vaccination. The adopter pays the
cost of the spaying and neutering, plus the other fees, again in excess of $100.

Why are some of the other shelters and rescue groups ch arging so much more?

In many areas of the country, veterinarian fees far exceed what we pay here. As such the rescues/shelters
based their adoption fees on the costs in their local area. For example, one rescue group we commonly work
with must pay between $150 and $200 for each spay/neuter. This is before vaccinations, heartworm and micro-
chipping. Additionally, because these rescues took many of the adult dogs that would require rehabilitating,
meaning they would not be placed for some time, their costs for care during rehab would be much higher than our
costs.

Did the rescues and shelters who took these dogs pay the HSOP for them?
No, we received no payment from these groups and in fact, we paid for the rabies vaccinations for these animals
and any other medical treatment they required before they left.

Why didn’t you press charges against the mill owner?

The mill owner agreed to never operate such a business again and sign over all the dogs to us immediately if we
would not press charges. Both are significant events because if we were to go to court it would mean holding all
the dogs until after the court hearing. This could take months and obviously the cost and level of effort required
to care for 1000 dogs for months could have been devastating for us. Additionally, the dogs would have remained
in a shelter situation and caged for what could have been a lengthy period of time. We felt that it was in the best
interest of these dogs to get them into homes as soon as possible, while still allowing us to ensure that the owner
cannot return to this line of business.
